What are
IMRT, IGRT, and

respiratory gating?
According to NCCC’s medical physicist,
Bryon Murray,  “These technologies at
NCCC provide the most modern
radiation therapy now available.  IMRT
(Intensity Modulated Radiation
Therapy) and IGRT (Image Guided
Radiation Therapy) allow us to plan our
approach to treating cancers without
harming healthy tissue.  Respiratory
gating allows us to turn the radiation on and
off based on patients’ natural
breathing cycles.”
